· shifts in tone or character

· -characters ambiguous and complex

-lack of clearly defined goals

-audience identification with characters and story can be problematic

-characters less “heroic”

- “feelgood” endings less likely.

- narrative self-conscious and self-reflexive.

· Plots ambiguous and less linear.

· less linking of stages of plot.

· time fragmented; gaps in storyline

· less regular rhythm of storytelling-long scenes.

· less emphasis on climax and resolution of action

· “look’ may be different  (Wenders b/w) reflects smaller budgets.

- soundtrack and visuals may be disharmonious; may be shifts in style and technique in middle of storytelling.
