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 REGUL ATI ONS  F OR THE  BAY OF  PLENTY AL UM NI  ADULT  LEARNERS  

AWARD 2011 

BACKGROUND 

 
The Bay of Plenty Alumni Adult Learners Awards were established in 2004 and are funded from campaigns 
initiated by staff, students and alumni of the University of Waikato at Tauranga to assist students studying in the 
Bay of Plenty.  

REGULATIONS 

 
1. The awards shall be known as the Bay of Plenty Alumni Adult Learners’ Awards. 

 
2. Up to two awards of $1,000 will be made annually. The awards are to be used at the recipient's 

discretion. 
 

3. Candidates may either apply for this Award themselves or be nominated for this Award by lecturers 
teaching students enrolled at the University of Waikato at Tauranga, or by fellow students at the 
University of Waikato at Tauranga. 

 
4. The application / nomination form must be completed in full and include a typed supporting statement 

of no more than 600 words, commenting on the candidates suitability for the award as per clause 7. 
 

5. To be eligible for this award, the nominee / applicant for the award must be: 
(a) of a minimum age of 25 years; 
(b) enrolled in the year of awarding in a full-time or part-time programme of undergraduate study 

at the University of Waikato in Tauranga; 
(c) enrolled in courses in both the A and B semester in the year in which the award is made. 

 
6. The criteria for the award are that the candidate: 

(a) learns with infectious enthusiasm. 
(b) demonstrates a strong determination to complete his/her studies. 
(c) supports and encourages other learners to engage in learning activities. 
(d) willingly shares new skills, knowledge and abilities with others. 
(e) challenges him/herself and others with new ideas and perspectives. 

 
7. Nominators may only submit nominations for up to two students. 

 
8. The Selection Panel for this Award will include a member of the Alumni Association Committee and a 

representative of the academic staff based in Tauranga, and will be convened by the Tauranga Liaison 
& Partnership Manager at the University of Waikato, Tauranga Campus. 
 

9. Recipients will be presented with their awards at the Adult Learners Awards evening hosted by the 
Tauranga City Council. 
 

10. Nomination / application forms must be received by the Scholarships Office no later than 5pm on  
31 August 2011.
