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REGULATIONS FOR THE BRIAN PERRY CHARITABLE
TRUST GRADUATE SCHOLARSHIP IN SCIENCE &
ENGINEERING

BACKGROUND

The Brian Perry Charitable Trust Graduate Scholarship in Science & Engineering was established by the Perry
Foundation in 1999 with the first scholarship awarded for 2002.

REGULATIONS

1. The scholarships shall be awarded each year by the University of Waikato Scholarships Committee, on the
recommendation of the Selection Panel. The selection panel will consist of a representative of the Brian Perry
Charitable Trust, a representative of the University of Waikato Scholarships Committee, the Associate Dean of
Graduate Studies in Science and Engineering, and the Associate Dean of Undergraduate Studies in Science
and Engineering, or their nominees. In any year, no scholarships may be awarded if there are insufficient
applications of appropriate merit.

2. The Brian Perry Charitable Trust Graduate Scholarships in Science & Engineering are open to applicants who
intend to enrol fulltime in 500 level papers at the University of Waikato in the first year of a Master’s or BSc
(Hons) degree in the Faculty of Science and Engineering in the year of tenure.

3. In selecting the successful applicant(s) for the Brain Perry Charitable Trust Graduate Scholarship in Science &
Engineering, the Selection Panel will give preference to applicants of high academic calibre who will be
expected to have performed well in their undergraduate study prior to the year of tenure of the Scholarship.
Other criteria include leadership potential, involvement in team situations, sporting interests and activities,
community involvement and the applicant’s role therein. Financial need may also be taken into consideration.

4. Candidates for the Scholarship must be New Zealand citizens or New Zealand permanent residents.

5. All students wishing to be considered for the Brian Perry Charitable Trust Graduate Scholarship in Science &
Engineering must apply on the official application form and submit this by 31 March in the year of tenure.
Applicants must also submit a brief CV which addresses the criteria listed in point 3 above and two referee’s
reports (one academic and one personal).

6. The Scholarship, which is to be awarded annually, will have a value of up to $5,000 and will be paid in a single
lump sum. It is expected that a considerable amount of this sum will be used to defray course related costs.

The Selection Panel may recommend that the scholarship be re-advertised if there are insufficient applications
of merit.

In some circumstances the scholarship may be shared.

The offer of a Scholarship must be accepted by the date indicated in the letter of offer. If any candidate
declines a Scholarship, or does not take it up, the Selection Panel may offer the Scholarship to another person.
A Scholarship shall normally be taken up in the year for which it is offered.

The Brian Perry Charitable Trust Graduate Scholarship in Science & Engineering will have a maximum period
of tenure of one year.

Successful applicants will be required to attend a Scholarship Event where they will update Trustees and
fellow recipients on their achievements. Recipients are also encouraged to send updates on their
achievements to the Brian Perry Charitable Trust through the University of Waikato Scholarships Office.
