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BACKGROUND

The Waikato Student Union Sole Parent and Caregiver Awards were established and first awarded in 2007.
The awards are intended to encourage and celebrate the efforts, achievements and contributions of adult
learners who are also Sole Parents / Caregivers.

REGULATIONS

1. The Awards shall be known as the WSU Sole Parent / Caregiver Awards.

2. Two Awards of $1,000 each will be awarded annually during Adult Learners’ Week / He Tangata
Matauranga. This is normally the week in which UNESCO’s International Literacy Day falls.

3. To be eligible for the Awards, candidates must, to the satisfaction of the Selection Panel, meet the
following criteria.
The candidate must be:
a) asole primary caregiver
b) enrolled at the University of Waikato, either full-time or part-time, in the year of tenure
c) still be enrolled in the B Semester of the year of the Award and
d) have completed at least one year of study at the University of Waikato.

4. In selecting a recipient for this Award, the Selection Panel may also take into consideration the
candidate’s:
a) financial situation
b) academic merit and
c) community contribution

5. Candidates may either apply for this Award themselves or be hominated for this Award by a university
staff-member or fellow student.

6. The application / nomination form must be completed in full and include two statements of support (one
academic and one character) on or attached to the forms provided.

7. Applications / nominations should include a typed one-page statement commenting on the candidates:
a) role as a caregiver
b) financial situation
a. community contribution.

8. The Selection Panel for this Award will consist of two members of the Waikato Student Union, and a
representative of the Scholarships Office.

9. Current members of the WSU Executive are not eligible to apply.

10. Nomination / application forms must be received by the Scholarships Office
no later than 5pm on 15 July 2011.
