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Regulations for the norah howell music awards
 Background

The Norah Howell Music Awards were established in 1989 in memory of the late Mrs Norah Howell. Two Awards will be made annually to gifted students in Music Performance and will serve to retain such students, and to encourage and enhance an artistic focus for the campus as a whole. 

Regulations

1. The Award will be known as the Norah Howell Music Awards.

2. Two Awards will be made annually to music students studying at any level who have excelled during the academic year and are worthy of an Award. 
3. The recipients will be chosen on the recommendation of senior academics of the Music Department.

4. If, in any year, no students are of sufficient merit to justify receipt of an Award, no Awards will be made in that year.

5. The Awards have a value of $500.

6. No formal application for the Awards is required; all students enrolled in a music course at the University of Waikato will be considered.
