MUSIC SCHOLARSHIPS

The Trustees will consider applications for scholarships to selected students who attend or who intend to enroll at a University or other tertiary institution for studies in music performance.

Scholarships are granted at the discretion of the Trustees. This decision is based on a variety of factors personal to each student concerned.

There is no formal basis of application but the Trustees would require as a minimum, the following information:

1. Residency


Applicants must be a permanent resident of the Waikato Region.

2. Academic

A full description of academic achievements to date at both secondary school and university.

3. Financial

Students are required to prepare a budget of costs for each academic year with the sources of funding already available.

4. Referees

At least three referees are required, two of whom must be recognised in the music community. These referees are interviewed in addition to their written testimonial.

5. Career Aspirations


Applicants are required to indicate their intended career path in music 
following graduation or conclusion of studies

6. Personal Information


Details usual for a Curriculum Vitae are to be provided.

7. Applications


Applications are made to the Secretary at the address below

Pursuant to the Privacy Act 1993, applicants are advised that the information supplied will be used by the Trustees to make such enquiry as they see fit to establish the accuracy of the details supplied and other such information that they deem appropriate to make a decision on the application.

Applications are made on the basis that they are approved or declined by the Trustees without any reasons being given.
